Italian pianist Beatrice Rana is among the Competition’s youngest laureates. The winner of the MIMC’s First
Prize in 2011, at just 18 years of age, dazzled us all with her great virtuosity, musicality, and inner sensibility.
In April, as part of the Career Development Program included with the First Prize, she recorded her first CD for
the ATMA label. On the program: all of Chopin’s preludes and Scriabin's Sonata-Fantasty. The disc is
scheduled for release in the fall of 2012.
