Montreal, May 27, 2015 — The Montreal International Musical Competition (MIMC) started on a
lyrical note on Monday, May 25, as 24 young singers from nine countries were ready to take the
stage at Bourgie Hall. Between May 25 and May 27, each competitor performed in a 25 to 30-minute
recital, featuring the most beautiful pages of the repertoire. After a last-minute withdrawal, the
international jury has selected 12 semi-finalists among 23 competitors:
